BACKGROUND / KEY ISSUES / CONTRIBUTING FACTORS:

On February 16, 2010, the City Council approved Resolution 10-202 which authorized
the City of Las Cruces Fire Department to accept $83,036 in grant funds from the
Department of Homeland Security, Federal Emergency Management Agency, FY 2009
Assistance to Firefighters Local Grants, which required a cash match of $20,758 which
is allocated from the Fire Department's emergency services org, and an adjust of the
FY2010 budget was made.

This grant funding provides resources to upgrade the Fire Department’s existing
Automatic External Defibrillators and brings them into compliance with nationally
recommended standards. This opportunity also provides all of our Emergency Medical
Technicians and Paramedics with the appropriate diagnostic equipment that is
interoperable with American Medical Response Ambulance, which will result in an
improvement of the standard of care throughout the community by providing seamless
patient care with the transport agency and with the receiving hospitals. Additionally, it
will allow wireless connection with the local hospitals in order to send cardiac activity
information directly to the Emergency department thereby speeding up diagnostic time
and shortening the time it takes to get the patient the definitive care required.

A request for bid was submitted and opened on April 8, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. The bids

were reviewed and the recommendation was made by the Fire Department to accept
the low bid of $103,243.50 which was submitted by Physio-Control Inc. of Redmond,
Washington.
