TITLE: A RESOLUTION APPROVING CITY-INITIATED STREET NAME CHANGES FOR
FOUR STREETS LOCATED IN THE HACIENDA ACRES AREA. SUBMITTED BY THE
CITY OF LAS CRUCES. (SNC-10-01)

PURPOSE(S) OF ACTION: Approval of street name changes for four streets located in the
Hacienda Acres area.
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BACKGROUND / KEY ISSUES / CONTRIBUTING FACTORS:

In 2002, the City of Las Cruces Fire & Emergency Services Department and the Community
Development Department initiated the “East Mesa Re-addressing Project” in order to increase
better response times to emergencies within the East Mesa area. On June 1, 2009, Resolution
09-289 was approved to exempt the East Mesa readdressing project from the guidelines set
forth in Resolution 80-337 (Naming of Streets and Issuing of Addresses) and Resolution 338
(The Street Name Change Policy) (see Attachment “A”). The rigid guidelines set forth with
Resolution 80-337 and 80-338 have created hardships for staff when attempting to resolve
address or street name conflicts in the East Mesa area. These conflicts may have adverse
impacts on the health, safety, and general welfare of the public by creating confusion for
emergency personnel responding to calls for immediate assistance. Resolution 09-289
streamlined the process. The exemption for the “East Mesa Re-Addressing Project” allows the
following flexibility: (1) addressing of properties located along access easements or other non-
dedicated or partially dedicated rights-of-way; (2) naming of access easements or other non-
dedicated or partially dedicated rights-of-way; and (3) renaming of problematic dedicated, non-
dedicated, or partially dedicated rights-of-way through a streamlined process for the purpose of
ensuring that the public’s health, safety, and general welfare is not compromised. The process
also allows for requests for street name changes in the East Mesa area to go directly to City
Council for decision which eliminates the case being heard by the Planning and Zoning
Commission.

City staff is currently facilitating the fourth phase of the readdressing project which is the
Hacienda Acres neighborhood area. The Hacienda Acres neighborhood is generally located
south of Highway 70 and north of Aldrich Road between Porter Road and Dunn Drive.
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The readdressing project for the Hacienda Acres area has been broken into two sections.
Section One is located between Reynolds and Cortez Drive, from Porter Road to Dunn Drive;
Section Two is located between Cortez Drive and Aldrich Road, from Porter Road to Dunn Drive.
City staff has identified eleven streets in these two sections that are either duplicates or similar
to other street names located within the City or Dona Ana County. They are as follows: Cortez
Drive, Davis Road, Douglas Avenue, Lee Avenue, Montezuma Avenue, Morningside Road,
Pecan Court, Pecan Lane, Reyna Court, Shannon Road, and Stagecoach Lane.

City staff conducted three public input meetings at the East Mesa Recreation Center to discuss
the continuation of the “East Mesa Re-addressing Project” with residents in the Hacienda Acres
area. The public meetings were held on May 6, 2009, June 3, 2009 and July 22, 2009.
Residents were informed of the numerical changing of their address to conform to the
addressing grid for the East Mesa area. City staff also discussed the renaming of streets in this
area that conflicted with street names in other areas of the City and Dona Ana County. Street
name suggestions from the residents were gathered at the meetings (see Attachment “B”). Staff

checked the suggested new names for appropriateness and duplication and created a final list to
be used for a survey.

On August 26, 2009 City staff conducted a survey for the renaming of the eleven streets, (see
Attachment “C”). The survey was mailed to 466 residents in the Hacienda Acres area. The
residents were asked to give their first, second and third choice for the renaming of each of the
eleven streets identified in the Hacienda Acres area from the names they provided from previous
public input meetings. City staff received responses from 81 residents. From the response
received, no consensus was reached from the survey. The following chart illustrates the survey
results.

On January 5, 2010, City staff met with the newly elected Councillor for District 5, Councillor Gil
Sorg, to inform him of the East Mesa Re-addressing project. Due to the complexity of the survey
results, it was decided by staff and the Councillor to focus the street name changes only in
Section One which is the area bordered between Reynolds and Cortez Drive and Porter Road
and Dunn Drive. The duplicate or similarly-named streets identified in this area are Douglas
Avenue, Lee Avenue, Morningside Road and Stagecoach Lane.

It was suggested by staff and the Councillor that an additional public input meeting was needed
to discuss the survey results with the residents of this area. A public input meeting was held on
Wednesday, February 24, 2010 at the East Mesa Recreation Center. At this meeting, the public
requested a new survey be conducted that allowed only the people that lived and/or owned
property to vote on the name change for the street their property fronted. The residents also

requested a “No Change” option added to survey which would allow residents to vote for no
change of their street name.

On March 5, 2010, City staff conducted a revised survey for the renaming of the four streets —
Douglas Avenue, Lee Avenue, Morningside Road and Stagecoach Lane (see Attachment “D").
The survey was mailed to the 88 property owners that were identified on the four streets listed
above. The residents were asked if they wanted a street name change and to select a
replacement street name from the list provided or provide an alternate choice. City staff
received 52 responses. From the responses received, it was noted that the residents on
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Morningside Road (south of Cortez Drive) preferred a street name change to Possee Creek.
The residents on the other three streets preferred that there be no street name change.

RECOMMENDATION:

In the past year, considerable effort was taken by various City departments in working with the
residents within the Hacienda Acres neighborhood. The residents understand that there will
be a numerical change to their street address to provide numerical consistency within the
larger East Mesa area. The residents also understand that there are numerous street names
within the Hacienda Acres neighborhood as well as the larger East Mesa area that are either
duplicate street names or similarly-named streets located within the City of Las Cruces and
Dona Ana County.

The Fire Department as well as the Mesilla Valley Regional Dispatch Authority (MVRDA)
encourage that positive efforts be taken to clarify both the numerical inconsistency and street
name duplication within the East Mesa area. This will assist emergency service providers in
locating residents as well as assist in improving emergency response times.

From the four public input meetings that were held with Hacienda Acres residents, it appeared
that the residents understood the concern raised by staff from the City of Las Cruces Fire &
Emergency Services Department as well as MVRDA. Based off the second survey, the
residents on Morningside Road (south of Cortez Drive) would prefer their street name be
changed to Possee Creek. The residents along Douglas Avenue, Lee Avenue, and
Stagecoach Lane would prefer that their street name not be changed. However, the survey
results do indicate that if the street names do need to be changed, the residents have provided
a second or third option.

The attached Resolution does not indicate how the four streets are to be renamed. The
Resolution will have to be modified at the City Council Land Use meeting to reflect the action, if
any, taken by the City Council regarding the changing in street names for Douglas Avenue,
Lee Avenue, Morningside Road, and Stagecoach Lane.

WHEREAS, these policies do not allow staff the opportunity to promptly correct
addressing or street naming inconsistencies necessary to help guarantee the health,
safety, and general welfare of City residents; and

WHEREAS, staff has initiated the East Mesa Re-Addressing Project and
identified several conflicts involving both addressing and street naming; and

WHEREAS, in order to successfully complete the project in a timely manner,
exemption to established policy and new criteria outlining emergency street naming and
addressing procedures are necessary.

Cruces:

EAST MESA RE-ADDRESSING PROJECT
EMERGENCY ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING GUIDELINES

Introduction

Fire and Emergency Services personnel, with assistance from the Community
Development Department, have initiated the East Mesa Re-Addressing Project
(see attached map) as a means of rectifying addressing conflicts in the project
area. This became necessary so that emergency personnel (fire, police, and
medical) could be better equipped to respond to calls for assistance and locate
applicable properties.

In the planning and organization stage of the project, staff identified several
procedural barriers that would prevent the completion of the project in a timely
and thorough manner. These barriers were found in the established policies
(Resolution 80-337 and Resolution 80-338) that prevented the City from
conducting the following tasks:

1. Issuing addresses along non-dedicated roadways or easements;
2. Naming non-dedicated roadways or easements; and
3. Streamlining the renaming process for dedicated or non-dedicated streets.

In as much as project success relied on the relaxation of existing policy, an
exemption to active policy and a streamlined street naming approach was sought
from the City Council for this project only.

Applicability

Through City Council adoption of this policy, an exemption to established
addressing and street naming procedures is hereby authorized allowing staff to:

1. Issue addresses along non-dedicated roadways or easements;

2. Name non-dedicated roadways or easements; and

3. Streamline the street naming process for dedicated or non-dedicated
streets.

These allowances are hereby authorized pursuant to the East Mesa Re-
Addressing Project only and will cease upon the completion of the project.
Furthermore, these actions may be implemented either the Fire Department,
Police Department, Mesilla Valley Regional Dispatch Authority (MVRDA), or the
Community Development Department determine that such actions are necessary
to maintain or improve public health, safety, and general welfare concerns.
Provisions contained herein do not apply to new subdivision proposals submitted
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for approval through the City subdivision process. New subdivision proposals

shall follow all pre-existing procedures for the addressing of parcels and naming
of streets.

Addressing/Street Naming Provisions

Assignment or reassignment of addresses. All addresses assigned or
reassigned shall follow the approved address grid for the City. Established
guidelines regarding the use of odd and even numbering shall be maintained as
appropriate. When applicable, addresses may be assigned/reassigned along
roadways that are not dedicated or only partially dedicated. For purposes of this
project, numeric address stickers (provided by the City) will be posted on each
side of a mailbox already located on the subject property adjacent to the
roadway. When no mailbox exists, the stickers may be placed on adequate
backing material and posted on the property adjacent to the roadway. Numeric
stickers supplied by the City will not be used for placement on buildings. The
property owner shall be responsible for any placement of new numbers or
modification to numbering already attached to any structure located on the
property.

Assignment or re-assignment of street names for non-dedicated or partially
dedicated streets. When it has been determined that properties are located
along non-dedicated or partially dedicated roadways, the City may initiate the
street naming process. If a name exists, but is in conflict with accepted street
naming conventions (duplicate name, similar spelling or phonetic pronunciation
to any street located in the City or County, etc.), the process to rename the
roadway should be initiated. This is to ensure that all subject property is
assigned a proper address, free of any street name conflict, and that its
geographic location can easily be determined. If a name is ultimately approved,
and if placement of a street sign is feasible, said sign should be of a different
color than those used elsewhere in the City for dedicated and City maintained
rights-of-way. A uniform color/design should be used for all such non-dedicated
or partially dedicated roads. Duplication of color/design with those used in the
County or Town of Mesilla should be avoided. The intent is to allow for the easy
identification of those City roadways that are not dedicated to, accepted by, or
maintained by the City.

Assignment or re-assignment of street names for dedicated rights-of-way.
When it has been determined that an existing street name is in conflict with street
naming conventions (duplicate name, similar spelling or phonetic pronunciation
to any street located in the City or County, etc.), the City may initiate the street
naming process. This is to ensure that streets within the project area have
unique names that will be consistent with naming conventions and that ultimately
help emergency personnel locate property quickly and avoid confusion when
called for assistance.
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Street naming/renaming process. All street naming/renaming requests
pursuant to this policy shall be forwarded directly to the City Council. When itis
determined that properties either front or gain access from a dedicated or non-
dedicated street/roadway, affected property owners (as shown by the records of
the County Assessor) shall be notified by certified mail of the City's intent to
name or rename the street or roadway. Residents, if different than the property
owner shall be sent similar notification via regular mail. Said notification shall
clearly convey all relative information regarding the pending action. The
notification should invite affected parties to attend and provide input at the City
Council meeting held to either approve or deny the proposed naming or
renaming action. Mailed notification shall be mailed at least ten (10) days prior to
the City Council meeting. Notice indicating time and place of the meeting shall
be published at least fiteen (15) calendar days prior to the meeting in a
newspaper of general circulation in the City.

1t will be the responsibility of the department initiating a naming/renaming request
to process and complete all necessary actions pursuant to this policy and any
companion policy. This should include notification to affected property owners
and residents if different than the owner of any name change approved by the
City Council. In any case, the Community Development Department shall be
notified of any resulting change. The Community Development Department shall
then update applicable records and distribute letters to affected public and
private utilities, emergency organizations, the local post office, and the Dona Ana
County Assessor’s Office informing them of any change.

Suggested street names. For street names, the City when feasible, attempt to
use street names consistent with the World War 1l theme. This is intended to
provide some consistency with street names that have been in use for several
years (i.e. Midway) and those adopted (i.e. Bataan Memorial East and Bataan
Memorial West). In every instance, all applicable street naming conventions
shall be considered before processing a street name forward to the City Council.

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CHANGES OF STREET NAMES

PETITION

The person initiating a street name change shall present to the
City Planning Department a petition with signatures of 75% of the
persons who own property which fronts on or is adjacent to the
subject street. The petition shall be based on one signature
requirement per parcel of property. The petition must be dated
and have a current mailing address of all petitioners.

FEE _ '

A fee of $250.00 will be charged at the time of submission of
petition for a street name change. If it is determined, upon
verification of ownership, that the petition does not have a
sufficient number of signatures to meet the requirements, then
the City Planning Department will notify the representative of
the petitioners by registered mail. The representative will be
given ten (10) days from receipt of the registered letter to acquire
the sufficient number of signatures. If the required percentaze
of signatures 1is not presented, then the petition will be voided.

PUBLIC NOTICE

A public hearing shall be required by both the Planning and Zoning
Commission and City Commission. The petitioners shall be responsible
for notification in a newspaper of general circulation in the City
of Las Cruces, and shall provide proof of publication to the Planning
Department. Included in the publication shall be a lisc of the
petitioners, the existing and proposed street name and general
description. Motice must be published £ifteen (15) days prior to
consideration by both the Planning and Zoning Commission and the City
Commission.

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City Planning staff will send letters of notification to all
property owners fronting on or adjacent to the subject street name
change. Landowners shall be responsible for notification of tenants
of the pending action, and shall provide the City Planning Department
with a list of current tenants and addresses.

Upon final approval of the street name change by the City Commission,
the City Planning staff shall send notice of the change to:

1. All property owners and tenants fronting
on or adjacent to the subject name street,

2. Pertinent governmental agencies, and

3. Local utility companies.

RECONSIDERATION AND SUBSEQUENT CHANGES

Subsequent proposals to change the name of streets will not be
permitted for one (1) year from the date of acceptance o¥ denial
by the City Commission.

BACKGROUND / KEY ISSUES / CONTRIBUTING FACTORS:

In 1980, the City approved Resolution 80-337 (Guidelines for the Naming of Streets and the
Issuing of Addresses) and Resolution 80-338 (Street Name Change Policy) establishing policy
for both street naming and addressing within the City of Las Cruces. These policies have rigid
guidelines with virtually little flexibility in responding to procedural requirements thus, creating
hardships for staff when attempting to resolve address or street name conflicts. These conflicts
can have adverse impacts on the health, safety, and general welfare of the public by creating
confusion for emergency personnel responding to calls for immediate assistance.

Present policy dictates that staff conducts an extensive public notification/participation process
particularly for the naming or renaming of streets. Additionally, policy restricts staff from issuing
property addresses along or street names for non-dedicated rights-of-way. Due to these
restrictions, corrective action becomes time consuming and expensive when considering
advertising costs and staff resources necessary to process street names through both the
Planning and Zoning Commission and City Council.

Currently, Fire and Emergency Services staff is engaged in the East Mesa Re-Addressing
Project which seeks to (1) establish addresses for all properties within the East Mesa project

area (primary focus on developed properties); (2) establish street names for non-dedicated or
partially dedicated rights-of-way when said rights-of-way serve as access for individual or groups
of properties; and (3) rename existing streets that violate policy due to name duplication or
spelling/phonetic similarities with others streets in the City or County.

In order to facilitate this project, staff is seeking an exemption to active policy allowing the
ongoing project to proceed in a timely manner. The exemption would apply to the East Mesa
Re-Addressing Project only. As proposed, the exemption allows for the following flexibility: (1)
addressing of properties located along access easements or other non-dedicated or partially
dedicated rights-of-way; (2) naming of access easements or other non-dedicated or partially
dedicated rights-of-way; and (3) renaming of problematic dedicated, non-dedicated, or partially
dedicated rights-of-way through a streamlined process for the purpose of ensuring that the
public’s health, safety, and general welfare is not compromised.

This proposed policy is intended as a temporary measure only for use with the East Mesa Re-
Addressing Project. Staff has reviewed existing addressing and street naming policies and has
determined that a comprehensive amendment is in order. This effort however, will require
additional time and will be processed at a later date. Unfortunately, the timing of this action will
not help alleviate procedural concerns associated with the East Mesa Project. As such, staff
feels consideration of the proposed exemption policy is warranted at this time.
