BACKGROUND / KEY ISSUES / CONTRIQQ;'ING FACTORS:

The Boys and Girls Club offers a safe, positive recreational environment for youth. In late
2009, the Boys and Girls Club of Las Cruges approached the City of Las Cruces to gain
support for a proposed capital campaign to raise funds to build a new 15,000-1?,000
square foot recreational/gymnasium facility. The Club hoped to partner with the City by
possibly building the facility on City-owned land and allowing the City to share in the use of
the facility. Staff researched possible sites for the facility and determined that opportunities
may exist at the Hadley complex, near Meerscheidt Recreation Center; however, a specific
site was not formally selected.

At the April 12, 2010 City Council Work Session, Council was informed of the Club’s fund
raising campaign and their hope for potential partnership opportunities. If the fund raising
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campaign was successful, Council was supportive of the proposal for constructing the
recreational facility on City owned-land and directed staff to proceed as appropriate.

At this time there is no available funding for the proposed facility and no specific land
identified for the construction. This Resolution is merely a formalization of the City’s support
of these initiatives.
