TITLE: A RESOLUTION DETERMINING THAT THE CITY OF LAS CRUCES SHALL NOT
SERVE AS THE FISCAL AGENT FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF STATE
APPROPRIATIONS TO BE MADE DURING THE 2010 LEGISLATIVE SESSION FOR NON-
PROFIT AGENCIES OUTSIDE THE CITY ORGANIZATION.

PURPOSE(S) OF ACTION: Approve a Resolution that declares that the City won’t be serving as
fiscal agent for other non-profit organizations for appropriations made by the New Mexico
Legislature in the upcoming 2010 legislative session.
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BACKGROUND / KEY ISSUES / CONTRIBUTING FACTORS: Every year the state legislature
awards appropriations for capital projects and operational expenses to local governments and
non-profit organizations. With the ever increasing growth of non-profits in the Las Cruces area
and their direct participation in competition with the City of Las Cruces for legislative funds, the
City is often requested and required to assume the role of Fiscal Agent for these organizations.

The City, in assuming the role of Fiscal Agent, generally includes but is not limited to:

1) Implementing a contract between the City and the State for awarded funds;
2) Establishing a contract between the City and the awarded agency; and
3) Budgeting and accounting functions, including purchasing, inventory control, contracting

services, project management, and legal advice.

However, given the current economic and state budgetary climate and the limited
likelihood of any state capital or operating assistance from the State of New Mexico,
assuming the role of fiscal agent for non-profit organizations outside the City of Las
Cruces organization, is not prudent for the upcoming legislative session. The City would
remain as the fiscal agent for City projects only.

WHEREAS, the State of New Mexico, through the legislative
appropriations and budgetary processes, makes appropriations for capital
projects and operational expenses to both local governments and non-profit
organizations; and

WHEREAS, with the ever increasing growth of non-profits in the Las
Cruces area and their direct participation in competition with the City of Las
Cruces for legislative funds, the City is often requested and required to assume
the role of fiscal agent for these organizations; and

WHEREAS, since the 2008 Legislative Session, the City of Las Cruces
has implemented a formal process for being requested by and agreeing to serve
as the fiscal agent for legislative appropriations to local non-profit agencies or
organizations; and

WHEREAS, the City, in assuming the role of Fiscal Agent, generally is
required but not limited to: 1) Implementing a contract between the City and the
State for awarded funds; 2) Establishing a contract between the City and the
awarded agency; and 3) Budgeting and accounting function, including
purchasing, inventory control, contracting services, project management, and
legal advice.

WHEREAS, the State of New Mexico’s budgetary outlook for 2010 is very
limited as it relates to the awarding of capital outlay and operating expenses for
both local governments and non-profit organizations.

NOW, THEREFORE, Be it resolved by the governing body of the City of
Las Cruces:
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THAT the City of Las Cruces hereby declares that is shall NOT serve as
the fiscal agent for the administration of State of New Mexico appropriations to
be made during the upcoming, 2010 Legislative Session for non-profit agencies
outside the City organization or for any non-City projects.
